Head Start partners with the state NC Pre-K program 

because we can meet the higher program standards and 

deliver more services to our families.  This additional state 

funding helps us to extend our service year from 160 to 

180 days, lower our class size from 20 to 18 children, and 

helps us to pay for licensed teachers. 

SENIOR SERVICES 

Transportation: Provides transportation for seniors, 60 and 

older to and from community resources, i.e. medical care 

facilities, nutrition sites, grocery store and to other institutions 

necessary for daily living. 

Congregate Nutrition: Provides a lunch time meal five days 

a week to seniors, 60 and older, nutrition education, and oth-

er appropriate supportive services to enhance their ability to 

remain independent. 

Meals On Wheels: Provides a home-delivered meal to sen-

iors, 60 and older who are confined to their home without 

anyone available to prepare meals for them. 

Legal Services: Provides attorney assistance to seniors, 60 

and older for personal non-criminal issues.
